CAB INF Creator
1) Installation
This program can be installed by copying the cabinfcreator.exe and the subdirectories into any destination on your hard disk.

2) Usage
This program has been designed to create INF files as input files for the Microsoft ‘cabwiz.exe’.

You ca create your own INF files or import existing INF file that were created with the 

Application Install Wizard from Microsoft embedded visual tools.

The import works best with the destination processor "Arm 1100 (4K) v3.00".

With other processors or manually edited INF files the program reads only mandatory fields.

2.1) After the import or the creation of a new INF file you can change the source files, destination files. You can change many variables.

If you want to create a setup for NSBASIC you only have to check the option button and to provide the necessary files.

2.2) When you have finished you can write the new INF file. The program checks if all source files are available and saves your changes.

2.3) Start creating the new CAB file. In order to create the new CAB file you have to tell the program the path to 'cabwiz.exe'. If you have not installed Microsoft embedded visual tools, you can download this tool directly from Microsoft.

3) Creation of CAB file
If the CAB file is created you find in the Setup directory:

Setup.exe

Setup.ini

projectname.ARM.CAB

4) Sample Step by Step

You finished your application, you know the files you want to provide with your application. You know the dll’s that have to be registered for your application. Almost every control you use, need its own dll. If you use a listview control you have to provide MSCEListview.dll. If you use a menubar you have to provide MSCEMenubar.dll and so on. To distribute the latest version of the dll’s you have to download “Runtime.ppc.exe” and install it on your device. Then you copy the installed dll’s from your pocket pc to your PC. Don’t forget to copy ‘basic.exe’ that is the runtime module for NSBASIC.

You have to tell the program where to find cabwiz.exe and the setup.exe. You can find the setup.exe distributed with the sample ‘NSBasicSample.inf’.
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Startscreen
4.1) Start CABINFCreator and create a NEW Inf file. The program creates subdirectories ‘App’ and ‘Windows’.

4.2) Copy the dll’s and ‘basic.exe’ to the Windows subdirectory. Copy your application files to the App subdirectory

4.3) Enter the application name, your company name and check the NSBASIC option.

4.4) On the source files page holder add the application files and the dlls.

Don’t forget to add ‘basic.exe’

4.5) On the destination page holder you can change destination, self register and shortcut for each destination file.

4.6) If you don’t want to change any special features that’s it. Click on 

‘Write INF’ and ‘Create CAB’. The program creates the CAB file and the setup.ini file and copies the setup.exe file into the install subdirectory.
